Display Presentation Criteria
Important: If you do not follow the presentation rules you images will not be displayed.
Photographs

All photographs can be framed or must be back with foam board at least half an inch thick, the photographs should then have mounting board placed around the edges to create and even frame. See framed examples below.
Paintings on Stretched Canvas
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All paintings or prints on canvas should be stretched fully around the frame and be neat and even. The sides of the frame that are covered in canvas should be painted white or the images can follow around the sides. See Examples below
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(Image following around the sides)

Prints/Drawings
All prints and drawing on paper should have an even mounting board around them and they should be framed in a glass frame that fits the size of the images leaving only the mounting board showing around the edges with no more than a 4 inch gap. See example’s below.
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Presentation is very important and first impressions count, If your images do not fit the criteria it will not be displayed. All artists will be required to present their work to us 1 month prior to the event in order for us to confirm that it fits the above requirements.

Descriptions Cards

Description cards for the art work must be typed out neatly using 11-12 size font. The tags must be backed with either cardboard or foam board and must look neat and evenly cut. You must include the following information on the description cards

Artists Name

Image Title

Image Description

Image Price

Optional – Image Number
